Frequently asked Questions

WHEN CAN WE SET UP BOOTHS?
Choose your set up day or days from the following schedule:
July 9" and 16™
9:00 am - 8:00 pm
July 12
9:00 am — 5:00 pm

WHAT SIZES ARE THE CLUB BOOTHS?
Club Booths are 4° x 12°.

WHAT ARE THE BOOTHS MADE OF?
As in the past, the white pegboard material is used for the booths

WHAT SUPPLIES CAN WE USE IN THE BOOTHS?
You CAN NOT use: paint, nails or glue
Staples are permitted
Dirt and sand are not permitted without written permission

IS ELECTRIC AVAILABLE?
Yes, please specify on your registration form if you will need electric.

HOW WILL THE FRONT OF THE BOOTHS BE PROTECTED?
Either chicken wire, netting or plexiglass.

WE HEARD THE AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY IS PROVIDING SIGNAGE, IS THIS TRUE?

Yes. From the information you provide on your application we will provide a sign to be placed in front of or over
your booth that will provide the general public with the name of your club, the city the club’s primary members are from and
the primary projects for that club.

IS THERE A THEME FOR THE BOOTHS?
EACH CLUB SELECTS THEIR OWN GENERAL THEME and then relates it to their club and 4-H.

ARE THERE BOOTH OPTIONS IN ADDITION TO CLUB BOOTHS?
Yes. Individuals and/or clubs can opt to provide a project booth. For example: a pond project
booth, outdoor gardening booth, a steer booth, a sewing booth, etc. Project specific booths are 4° x §’.

WHAT AWARDS CAN WE RECEIVE?
Club Booths: 1% through 10™ Place will receive Rosettes
All other clubs will receive participation ribbons
A portion of the money received in sponsorships will be divided and distributed among the clubs (the remainder of
funds will be used for ribbons, rosettes and demonstration/illustrated talk prize money). At minimum the
Awards will be no less than the amount distributed in 2007.
Project Booth - No less than $25 for participating

The club advisor/leader will be able to pickup the club wristbands once the club booth is complete and the display
board has been delivered to the Fair office
